2.Vehicle Entry and Parking:

o If you are arriving by vehicle, make sure to enter through Gate No. 37.

o After entering, follow the directions to the parking area located near Arogya
Vanam.

o Park your vehicle and proceed towards the main entrance of the President
House.

3.Main Building Visit:

o You must report to the desighated area 30 minutes before the schedule
time for the visit to the main building. Arriving on time will ensure a smooth
entry process.

Optional Visit - Amrit Udyan:
o After your tour of the main building, you have the option to visit Amrit Udyan.
e To gain entry, simply present your visitor pass at Gate No. 35.

» Respect the Protocols: Follow all instructions and guidelines provided by the
staff during your visit.
e Security Checks: Be prepared for security checks. Carrying minimal items will
help expedite this process.
